I’ve added some more ideas for another week of home learning.  I’ve left the ongoing spelling/reading/times tables on there.
Literacy
· Practice the reading/spelling of high frequency words – you can do this in creative ways using different materials (e.g. paint, magnetic letters) and try timing yourself
· Carry on with your reading books – make sure someone asks you lots of questions about them and if you are reading Dockside practice those cover words
· I have included a sheet of general literacy activities and some paper to complete them on

· For this week’s main activity, think back to the advertisements we created for our tree decorations as part of Craft Fair week.  I would like you to create an “Awesome Advert” (see attached sheet).  Think carefully about what you need to include and create a WIN list (including things like a catchy slogan and bold writing).  If you feel like a challenge you could have a go at creating one on J2e5 (accessed through J2easy on Hwb).









Maths
· Practice your times tables (in class we have practised the 2, 5, 10, 3, 4, 6, 8 and 9).  A great tool for this is J2Blast on Hwb (I can see some of you have already had a go at this!)
· Practice telling the time on analogue (clock faces) and digital clocks
· Topmarks is a fantastic website to help with both of these

· This week’s topic is managing money.  Use money to pay for items up to £10 and calculate the change.  Add and subtract totals less than £10 e.g. £6.85-£2.76 
· if this is tricky try paying for items up to £2
· if you want a challenge try paying for items up to £100 or even £1000
· I have attached a sheet with activities for these 3 options

Good websites to help with any of the above include Letters and Sounds for phonic practice, Topmarks, Crickweb for problem solving practice, Twinkl, Espresso, Hwb, BBC Bitesize and Primary Resources.

Music
As music was our focus in topic before we left I thought I would share a website for you to explore: https://www.classicsforkids.com/  There are lots of fun activities on here for you to have a look at – why not have a go at composing your own song with an environmental theme?

Welsh
Our topic this term has been Teledu (television).  I have attached a sheet for you to write your own paragraph summarising what we have learnt this term.
