Week 2 Reception (WK: 30.03.20)

I hope everyone is well and safe. Although we are setting work for you please do not stress about it or how much your child/ children are concentrating. Children act very different at home compared to school which is far more structured.
So my message to you is this, you are doing amazing and do what you can!

From Monday 30.03.20 I will be undertaking well-being calls to all of the parents in my class so if you want to ask me anything then you can. The caller ID will be unknown but please try and answer so -we as a school can check everyone is ok. We are here for our pupils and families and I already miss the children and care very dearly for them.

Week 2:

Literacy/ topic

Please keep going with the sounds and if your child knows them all then keep going over the key words and tricky words. It is not just about being able to read them, can they sound them out and spell and write them?

Please read anything- magazines, facts from the internet (this could be based on our topic of the farm) any story books you have at home. Get your child to point to certain words, try and spell certain words etc. Any letter formation practise is sooooo helpful- remember to go to the rhymes so they are being formed correctly. 

In Literacy and topic we were going to go onto SAFETY ON THE FARM and write a little list (even if this is copied) of safety instructions we know.
We were going to talk about how a farm is a great place to work or visit but there are unsafe aspects of the farm- such as making sure you are safe around machinery and always washing your hands to ensure no infections.

I have uploaded a really good powerpoint about being safe on the farm called ‘STAY SAFE. ON THE FARM WK 2 LITERACY.
I have also uploaded a sheet called FARM CHALLEGNES FOR HOME LEARNING which provides a range of Literacy and Numeracy Based activities to do. You could record these in the yellow exercise book you were given.

WELSH- I have attached a TEDI TWT FFERM- POWERPOINT to share with your child and it’s a welsh book about the farm. We have learnt the names of the different farm animals in welsh so these will not be brand new to your child. Maybe they could then draw the farm animals and label with the welsh names. 

Numeracy:

Please work with numbers recognising, forming and adding- do this initially within 5 however if your child is good at this move within 10. 

Use the website
http://www.communication4all.co.uk/Numeracy/Number%20Formation%20Rhyme%20Cards.pdf
to see our number rhymes and formations I know it doesn’t sound like a huge deal but if your child can come back to school knowing how to form all their letters 0,1,2,3,4,5,6,7,8,9 – correctly they will have a great advantage.

They should come up on the computer nice and clear and have rhymes, draw them in air with fingers, draw them in lines in book. It is often better to do a line of each number so that the formation can be continuously practised.

Eg: 11111111111

22222222 etc

I have also uploaded a lovely powerpoint activity which your child can either do independently or with an adult. It is 1 more and 1 less which we were working on before school was closed. It is called ONE MORE AND ONE LESS ACTITVITY – The Gruffalo.
The children can record the answers in their exercise book which will give them further practise of their formations.
