Week 3

To start the term, we will be looking at different dinosaurs:

Please can you help by showing your child different kinds of dinosaurs and discuss their different features, eg claws, horns, spikes, tails etc.  Also what the dinosaurs liked to eat, whether they were herbivores who loved plants or carnivores who loved meat.
(there are lots more images available online).  
How many different kinds can they find?



Here is a fun matching activity.
If you read the description on the card, can your child find the matching Dinosaur?
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No need to print. These can be used on screen.



Why not set up a Dinosaur trail.
Adapt ‘We’re going on a Bear hunt’ (words available on You tube) to ‘We’re going on a Dinosaur Hunt’
You could make some Dinosaur footprints using chalk or paper (even add on some numbers or alphabet sounds)
At the end of the trail you could have some toy Dinosaurs or follow the recipe below to make some fossils or eggs. Or anything you can adapt.
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[image: ]How about a game of eye spy?
No need to print this can be used on screen.





[image: ]Below are some pencil tracks for your child to practice their pencil control. If you don’t have access to a printer you could make something similar yourself. You could also encourage your child to make these shapes with their fingers in shaving foam, sand, rice, flour. When outside they could use chalks, water pistols, or even paint brushes and water now that the weather has warmed up.
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To help with number recognition you could either print these out and cut them into cards, then ask your child to use a clothes peg (you could write numbers on these)to match the right number to the dinosaur picture/s. Or if you haven’t got access to a printer just ask your child to point to the correct number. Encourage you child to touch and count the dinosaurs.
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Why not take this opportunity to share some stories with your child.
Our focus book is ‘Dinosaur Roar’ by Paul and Henrietta Stickland. This book will continue to help your child to identify rhyming words as well as introducing them to the concept of opposites.
You can find videos of this story on You Tube. The book is also available to buy on ebay and amazon.

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Make a Dinosaur Egg Fossil

Science Experiment

Method
1. Mix the flour, coffee grounds, salt,
baking soda, and water together.

2. Form the mixture into round,
flat balls large enough to fit
the dinosaur toys inside.

3. Press a dinosaur toy firmly into each
ball then form the mixture into an
egg shape around the dinosaur toy.

4. Place the balls on a cookie
sheet lined with waxed paper
and bake for 30 minutes.

5. Leave to cool and harden overnight.

6. Allow the children to play with
the fossil eggs. Can they open
the egg to find the dinosaur?

You will need:

50g plain flour

150g baking soda

125g used ground coffee
60g salt

100ml water

Small plastic
dinosaur toys

Baking tray
Baking paper
Vinegar

Pipette

Children’s hammer

Oven set to 120°C
