Can you draw a frog? Where does your frog live? Does he have any frog friends? What colour is / are your frogs? What are your frog’s names? Are all your frogs the same size?

You could draw your frogs outside with chalk too!
Music – Listen (watch) Paul McCartney and the Frog chorus on Youtube. Can you keep the steady beat with the frogs? What instruments can you hear? Are they loud or quiet? Fast or slow? What did you think about the music? Why? (its ok not to like something, as long as you give a reason!)
 Welsh 
The welsh word for frog is Bili Broga – 
Our focus questions are Wyt ti’n hoffi Bili Broga? Do you like frogs?
A – Ydw , dwi’n hoffi Bili Broga  (yes, I like frogs)        or        Nag ydw, dydw i ddim yn hoffi Bili Broga! 
You could use this question with lots of other animals too- here’s some we know
Pry copyn – spider                  cwdi hw – owl         neidr – snake          llygoden – mouse.
We know lots of other welsh animal words too for cat, dog, rabbit, pig, hedgehog, bird (plus many others too) I wonder how many they can remember?( www.learn-welsh.net    pets)
Bili Broga story – listen to a story about Bili Broga on Facebook ‘Cymraeg I Blant Penfro’

Language 
1. Can you copy one of this week’s poems neatly into your book? Think about letter formations, spaces, capital letters, full stops, letters sitting on the line (tails swinging under). Remember to read back your work.             (Note to parents – pupils can copy the poem or as a challenge you can read it and they can write it  or  the ultimate challenge can they write it from memory ?) don’t forget to read back through your work.
2 .Learn to read high frequency words ( in reading file) – How many can they read in a minute? Choose 5 words to learn how to spell.
3. Our sound of the week is the trigraph ‘igh’. How many words can you think of / find / read / spell with this trigraph in it?

Every week, I’ll be asking pupils to complete a book review. You can create your own or use the format of the one above. Remember to encourage pupils to ask and respond to Who? What? Why? When? and Where?  questions about the book that they are reading / sharing with an adult to develop a greater understanding, this will also help with comprehension tasks that will follow later in the term.
Finally, each week this half term you will be challenged to create a fact file about our chosen animal or plant. Therefore, this week our fact file will be about frogs! 
A fact file requires information about the animal /plant you are studying. You can follow the format below, create your own style or how about simply folding an A4 sheet of paper in half and creating your own information book?

I’d like you to include –
A drawing  - you could label this to extend your learning.
A title – the name in English and Welsh
Some interesting information about your focus of study-
 Such as - How many legs does it have? Does it have fur/ scales / skin? Where does it live? What does it eat? How does it move? It’s life cycle. It’s colour. The sound it makes. What’s the most interesting fact you learnt?
Include new vocabulary – this week it could be that really, long word – metamorphosis (can you remember what this means?), froglet, frogspawn, herbivore, amphibian.

Don’t forget if you go out to study tadpoles in the wild you must not take them away from their natural habitat. Look, learn and let them live in their natural environment.
Remember, do a little every day, explorers do not complete their study in one day! Good luck! Keep safe and happy exploring. Love and miss you all,
