Week 4 Home Tasks
Language and Literacy
· Please can you continue to read or listen to the story ‘Dinosaur Roar’ (available on you tube). 
          Ask your child questions about the story 
eg. Which Dinosaur roared? 
      How did the other Dinosaur feel?
      What did the strong Dinosaur lift?
      What colour was the long Dinosaur?
      What did the Dinosaurs eat?
      Where would the Dinosaurs have slept?
· Please continue to share on twitter any other Dinosaur stories that your child enjoys listening to and joining in with.
· [image: Winking Face on Google Android 10.0 March 2020 Feature Drop]Challenge!................Can your child retell the story to you? You could even share a video of them telling the story on twitter? 
· Can your child recognise differences in the Dinosaurs in the stories?

Here are a couple of fun ideas to help with recognising differences:
If you have some plastic toy dinosaurs why not take them out side with some paper and pencils. Let the sun cast shadows for your child to trace.

Maybe they could try to write the names down. Even if it’s just one or two sounds that’s fine. If not, could you write them? It will help them realise that the spoken word can be written down.

· [image: Image result for Child Musical Note Emoji][image: See the source image]Here’s a nice easy rhyme for you to learn this week. Just like the ‘Teddy Bear Teddy Bear’ rhyme. Ask your child to think of actions to go with the rhyme. 




















· A number of Parents have mentioned that they have been encouraging their child to write their names. This is Fantastic! 
If you feel you would like to help your child with this, below is a copy of the rhymes we use in school with the children to help them form the letter sounds correctly.
You can use these when your child is writing 	with a pencil or even if you give them some foam/sand/rice/paint/water and encourage them to make the letter shapes using their fingers/paintbrushes/sticks etc.
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Mathematical Development.

· In nursery we need the children to realise that anything can be counted not just numbers. Eg. Claps, jumps, steps. You could set up a dinosaur theme course/trail and challenge your child to Clap/Jump/Hop a certain number of times when they reach a specific dinosaur. Similar to the one that one of our Mam’s shared on twitter.

· There is an app available on android called ‘Dino Games’ which has lots of matching games on it. These games enable your child to develop an understanding of one to one correspondence, by matching pairs of objects or pictures. You could adapt this concept as you like, eg: Finding matching toy dinosaurs if you have some or drawing/printing sets of matching dinosaurs. Or try inventing a new matching game to share with us on twitter. 

· Here’s a fun activity for size comparison. Ask your child to build a tower as TALL as the dinosaur. If you haven’t got toy dinosaurs your child could create some from your recycling and measure those. You could use Lego, Duplo, Stickle bricks. Whatever you have to hand.
Discuss with your child which is the TALLEST/SHORTEST? Dinosaur/tower. You could have a competition!
You can also investigate the towers using the terms MORE or LESS bricks. Asking your child which one used MORE/LESS?

· Daily in nursery we teach the children to count to 10 forwards and backwards using songs and rhymes. I have found this song on ‘you tube’ which will help your child with this. As well as a fun way for you both to learn the names of different dinosaurs.

· Why not design a simple race track, either on paper/card or using a car/train mat or track.
· Allow your child to race some dinosaurs. You could use a dice to determine how many spaces each dinosaur moves. (This will help with number recognition and relating a number to its respective quantity). When the race is finished discuss with your child which dinosaur came 1st, 2nd,3rd or last. This is another concept your child needs to know by the time they leave nursery.
