Literacy : Continue to practise:

1. Sounds (there is a copy of the letter formations and rhymes on the reception home learning page).
2. Practise forming these by recording short cvc words such as sat, cat, mat, dog, him etc (a consonant, vowel, consonant).
3. Name writing- begin practising surname too.
4. Reading – bedtime reading. Of books, or you reading to your child. Make a list of simple words and hide them around the house, if they find them, they can keep them only if they can read them. If not. You keep it and see who wins by having the most at the end.

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If you child would rather draw the outline of a suitcase (or you can) or you can print this one. They can then draw what they would pack. An example if above. The purpose of this activity is speaking and listening and to talk about the kind of items that would be suitable to pack and those that would not be for example: a bucket and spade would be a good idea, but you are unlikely to pack your skiing clothes. 

If you write a list with them can they then read the list with your help and identify the right words?












Numeracy

Counting and recording numbers

When your child is completing this sheet please ensure they are forming their numbers the correct way and correct any reversals or mistakes. Practising number formations 0-9 is a great idea anyway.

Can your child accurately count the amounts and record the number of each seaside creature?

Weight and weighing

Have a discussion with your child about things that weigh heavy and light. 

Can they find things around the house or in the garden that are light and heavy?
Can they split a piece of paper in half and draw pictures of what they find for example: they may spot outside the garden table which is heavy and then a leaf on the floor which is light.  

Discuss a range of vocabulary we use when we are discussing weight eg:  heavier, heaviest, heavy, light, lightest, lighter, weighing, the same and balance.

Another fantastic way to explore weighing and weight is any cooking or baking you can do which involves weighing out ingredients.
I undertook my first ever baking attempt during this lockdown period, there is a picture below -my husband said it was delicious but I think he had to say that after the effort I went to!

Heavy and light – another activity

Briefly explain to your child that some weights are measured in ‘grams’ and some weighs may have ‘g’ written after it so that it shows how many grams it weighs. 

These next three questions get gradually more difficult.  It is asking the children to out the suitcases in weight order from lightest to heaviest. Ask the child in each question who’s suitcase (Mine, Mrs Chapmans’ or Mrs Lanes’) is the LIGHTEST and which is the HEAVIEST?
