· You will notice this is a rhyming book. Please help your child identify any rhyming words they can hear in the story.  
· When sharing any story at home with your child, please can you encourage them to hold the book correctly and turn the pages one at a time, from the bottom left hand corner. This may seem trivia but it is an important part of their progress and development.
· Can your child remember details from the story? Ask who? What? Where? When? How? questions to find out.
· Can your child recognise the difference between print and pictures in stories? (Ask the question you may be surprised) 
· Please continue to help your child to recognise their name. If your child wants to practise writing their name there is a copy of the letter formation rhymes in last week’s home learning pack.
· How many logos can they recognise around the house or in the environment? eg: apple, Tesco, Asda to name but a few.  Maybe they could find some and take a photo to share on twitter.

Mathematical development

· Discuss with your child the different patterns the animals have.
· How many different patterns can they see around the house or in the environment when you are out exercising? 
If you have access to a printer, there is an animal pattern matching game in this week’s printable section. Alternatively, you could make your own matching game with cut up patterned material or paper.

· Talk to your child about the names of the animal’s babies. Eg:
A calf is a baby Elephant, Giraffe, hippo, rhino
A foal is a baby Zebra
A cub is a baby tiger, Lion, hyena
A hatchling is a baby crocodile
An infant is a baby chimpanzee, gorilla
You could play a matching game to help with this. There are some animal cards in this week’s printable section. Alternatively here are some links for some online matching memory games https://www.memozor.com/memory-games/for-kids/wild-animals

· If your child has some Jungle/Safari animal toys at home. Why not set up a race track. See which animal comes 1st 2nd 3rd and last.
If you don’t have Jungle animals You could make some animal masks and race each other? Or use whatever you have to hand. It is the use of 1st 2nd 3rd and last that is the important factor. 

· Please continue to help your child to count to 10 forwards and backwards.
· If you feel they are now confident in doing so, you can increase up to 20 forwards and backwards.
