SUMMER TERM TOPIC- AT THE SEASIDE

Hi,

All- we hope everyone is keeping well and keeping their brains active.
If some of you are feeling fed up with the situation and a bit anxious then that’s normal and we too have days when we feel this way- you are certainly not alone.

This week I have decided we will look at a specific area of the seaside and focus our learning around that.

LITERACY:

Speaking and listening:

Get an adult to write down the names of any sea creatures you recognise eg: jelly fish. Have a chat and see if you can discuss the following ideas:

1. What creatures do you recognise?
2. Have you ever seen any of these sea creatures in real life?
3. Which creatures do you like the most?
4. Are there any sea creature you would be frightened of?

READING:

This week we are going to read and explore the book ‘COMMOTION IN THE OCEAN’ written by Giles Andreae. 
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This book is full of great poems about sea creatures and the antics that go on during the ocean.

Many of the poems have rhyming words: 

Eg: CRAB - land and sand
Dolphins - squeak and speak.

Can you listen to the book again and spot any rhyming words by shouting snap when you hear the second word that rhymes?

Recognising rhyming words is a very important aspect of reading when in reception. 


NUMERACY:

Counting- sheet attached on website labelled Sea Life Counting – count the amounts of each sea creature and make sure your numbers are formed correctly and facing the right way.

Adding- Complete sheet attached on website labelled Sea Life Adding.
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After completing the sheet above:

Can you make your own graph of favourite sea creatures ask your family; you could facetime your grandparents to ask them? 

Think about the sea creatures you would like to give as your options eg:
Sharks
Dolphins
Octopus
Jelly fish
