Numeracy

This week we will be looking at measuring and in particular length.

This week we are looking at measuring length using non-standard measures.

Activities to try at home
How long are we

The Activity
The child lies down and the adult ‘measures’ the child, by putting a marker by head and feet, then stretching a piece of tape as long as the child. They find out how many pens will match this, carefully placed end to end, making sure they are straight, with no gaps or overlaps. Repeat with other things of uniform length, some long, some short (such as rolled up sheets of newspaper, spoons, buttons, Lego or Duplo bricks) to make several ‘trails’ of equal length and compare the results.

Sock washing line


The Activity
Set up a long washing line with pegs and a washing basket of different sized socks, so that children can find pairs and peg them up. For this activity the focus is on size and length, rather than colour or pattern, providing opportunities for comparing and ordering. Include some odd socks.




Topic:

What are you going to pack to go to the seaside?

Draw or write what you would take, think about things such as goggles, sunglasses, sun cream and not just clothes!

































Rock Pool Habitats

Exploring rock pools and creatures that live in them.

This week we will be exploring creatures that make the ‘Rock Pool’ their habitat. A habitat is a place you live so your habitat is your house, a worms habitat would be in the mud in the garden and a squirrels habitat would be in the woods with lots of trees around.

Watch this clip with us just over 3 minutes where two people find some creatures who have made the Rock Pool their habitat ( home) it also explains that a rock pool is a pretty tricky environment to live in.
At the end of the clip can you name any of the creatures you heard about, some of them have funny names which you may never have heard of so this is all new vocabulary that your learning. Get an adult or big brother or sister to write them down for you and see how many you remember
