· Practice telling the time on analogue (clock faces) and digital clocks
· Topmarks is a fantastic website to help with both of these

· This week’s topic is to use one and two step function machines to generate input and output using all four operations.  I have included some slides from a Powerpoint to explain how to do this.  Work through the slides then when you feel confident have a go at the sheet below.  If you find it tricky have a go at the first sheet or if you feel more confident try the second sheet (you only need to do one of them).
