Can you match the beginning sounds correctly to the picture. Many of the sounds are created by two letters blended together. After you have finished can you think go any other words that begin with these sounds, they don't all have to be seaside related. 
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Reading simple sentences- the children do not have to be able to read the whole sentence, but can they recognise any sounds or blends, can they break down any words?
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Numeracy – weeks theme- Measuring Weight


Look at the attached pictures which show weight related vocabulary, the balances show the concepts of heavier, lighter and balanced (the same weight). Please go on a little hunt around the house or garden after exploring these and see if you can find some items and see if you child can decide which one is 'heavier' or 'lighter' than the others.
