Literacy
· Practice the reading/spelling of high frequency words – you can do this in creative ways using different materials (e.g. paint, magnetic letters) and try timing yourself
· Carry on with your reading books – make sure someone asks you lots of questions about them and if you are reading Dockside practice those cover words

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Maths
· Practice your times tables (in class we have practised the 2, 5, 10, 3, 4, 6, 8 and 9).  A great tool for this is J2Blast on Hwb (I can see some of you have already had a go at this!)
· Practice telling the time on analogue (clock faces) and digital clocks
· Topmarks is a fantastic website to help with both of these

· This week’s topic is to solve one step equations using letters to present ‘unknowns’ with integer solutions e.g. 6+a=10 and b+b=8.  We have done something similar before using ‘fact families’: 

I know 6 – 2 = 4 because 4 + 2 = 6
I know 15 ÷ 5 = 3 because 3 x 5 = 15

To help you remember
Where the punctuation goes, use the steps below:

Speech Toolkit

. Open speech with inverted commas: “

. Write what the person is saying

. Signal the end of the speech with punctuation: usually its a comma
but could be ? or ! (depending on what's been said).

. Close speech with inverted commas:

. Say who said it. e.g. told, reported, exclaimed, informed, stated, said.

. End with a full stop.
