What is a valley?
A valley is a long depression, or ditch, in Earth’s surface. It usually lies between ranges of hills or mountains.
Geologists (Earth scientists who study our planet’s structure) say there are different types of valleys.

River Valleys
Most valleys are formed by rivers that erode, or wear down, soil and rocks. This process takes thousands of years.  River valleys are always changing. Rivers continually wear away the land through which they flow, gradually making the valleys deeper.  These are called V-shaped valleys.

Glacial Valleys
Not all valleys are formed by rivers. Some valleys are formed by huge, slowly moving bodies of ice called glaciers. Thousands of years ago glaciers covered large parts of Earth’s surface. As the glaciers moved along, they scraped the land and carried away giant boulders and huge amounts of soil. They left valleys behind.  These are called U-shaped valleys.
