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Marking Policy Williamstown Primary School

Marking Non-negotiables
· All staff will mark in red pen.
· If the work is marked by someone other than the class teacher (eg. learning support staff, supply teacher, student teacher) this should be initialled. 
· PS1 and PS2 (Years 1 & 2) marking and comments should be written neatly in clear print following the letter formation structure used in the school.  Year 3 and PS3 work should be marked using the cursive style of handwriting the school has.
· All work should be dated by the pupil (if they are able to) or by an adult.
· The Learning Objective should be written at the start of the piece of work either by the pupil or the adult.
· Where applicable, for example when recording a short comment, use Welsh words and phrases.  This is to be age appropriate and used from the list in the front of books (see attached).
To ensure consistency, the following approaches will be adopted:
1. If the Learning Objective has been met by the pupil, and they have shown a solid understanding of the concepts taught, the LO should be ticked on the left-hand side.  If the pupil has shown an excellent understanding above the majority of other pupils in class, this is to be double ticked.
For example:

If LO is not ticked, this indicates the LO has not been met.  WF comment must aid pupils’ ability to move forward.
2. To show how independently pupils have completed the task, we will use the code HMI, which stands for High support, Medium support and Independent work (no support required).

The code should be written on the bottom left-hand side of the page and the letter that applies circled.  Older pupils (Years 2 – 6) can record their own H, M or I in the same place when they have completed their work.

For example:

3. Work is be marked against the Learning Objective/WIN List (Success Criteria), therefore any comments written should be linked to this.

WIN – What I Need Progression
We must aspire to aim for…
· R/Y1	Teacher to set the WIN List, 1 or 2 targets.
· Y2/Y3	Teacher sets the WIN List with input from the pupils 2 or 3 targets.
· Y4	Pupils to set the WIN List with support from the teacher 3 or 4 targets.
· Y5/6	Pupils identify appropriate WIN List independently 4 or 5 targets.  
All pupils will identify WIN Lists independently when appropriate.

WF	Way Forward comments are to begin with praise, followed by a challenge question (from Literacy and Numeracy challenge lists) if all objectives are met.  Pupils need time to complete these challenges.
If LO is not achieved or the WIN List is incomplete, then WF comment needs to highlight the areas for revisiting and reflect the steps required to fulfil the expected outcome.  Pupils need time to act on your comments and to revisit or redraft their work.
VF	Verbal feedback given.
